Lot I Ethnological Museum Anima mundi
ITALIAN & INTERNATIONAL CHAPTER - Nishimoto Family

The setting of the area was elaborate and carried out
to celebrate, this year, the 100th anniversary of the
missionary collection of the Vatican Museums with the
collaboration of the collection’s curator Nadia Fiussello.
On the occasion of the Jubilee of 1925, Pope Pius Xl wanted
to organize in the Vatican a Missionary Exposition in order
toillustrate the capillary diffusion of the Catholic missions
in the world and, at the same time, to make the cultural,
artistic and spiritual traditions of all peoples known.

Thanks to the profuse efforts of missionaries in carrying
out the task entrusted to them by the Pontiff as mediators
with the local populations, participation was particularly
active. The Japanese collection is represented with
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numerous masterpieces from the Vatican collection,
including an 8-scroll copy of the Lotus Sutra, two ink
drawingsonsilk,a painting depictingawomaninamodern
furisode (a long-sleeved formal kimono traditionally worn
by unmarried women), a Haniwa (terracotta clay figure
placed on burial mounds during the Kofun period), a
Satsuma-style tripod incense burner (ceramic incense
burner decorated in the Satsuma style, known for its
intricate designs and gilding), a Netsuke (small carved
ornament used to secure items to a kimono sash), a
traditional ceremonial garment called kaparamip, and
several works by Luke Hasegawa.

Anubis Statue
MICHIGAN CHAPTER - Cristina Cameron

Anubis, one of the oldest and most important Egyptian
deities, was guardian of the Necropolis and traditionally
depicted as a jackal or a man with a jackal's head. In
this statue, he appears as a syncretic figure assimilated
to Mercury, wearing a knee-length tunic with a mantle,
a solar disc between his ears, holding a sistrum in his
right hand and a caduceus in his left, beside a palm
trunk evoking the Nile. During the restoration process,
overviewed by curator Alessia Amenta, the cleaning
revealed that parts once thought to be additions were
original, and further studies showed that the solar disc
had been covered with gold folil, later fragmented into
nanometric particles during burial, creating its current
violet color.
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Rospigliosi Triptych

NEW ENGLAND CHAPTER

The Triptych, which consists of three panels, has been fi-
nally completed. During the final restoration meeting the
results of the historical and artistic research were pre-
sented, along with anillustration of the restoration details.
The pictorial reintegration was carried out by the painting
restorer Alessandra Zarelli coordinated by Francesca
Persegati.

The Triptych’'s central panel “The Coronation of the Vir-
gin” and the two side panels, “The Nativity of Jesus” and
“The Adoration of the Magi” are revealing the luminous
gold and the intense red which, throughout the centuries,
has been used to convey love and rage, authority and
self-sacrifice.

NEW YORK CHAPTER - Donna D'Urso

The flight into Egypt is a story recounted in the Gospel of
Matthew and in New Testament apocrypha. Soon after
the visit by the Magi, an angel appeared to Joseph in a
dream telling him to flee to Egypt with Mary and the Infant
Jesus since King Herod would seek the child to kill him.
The restoration interventions on the predella (panel)
by restorer Federica Runco were applied either on the
wooden panel and frame by Massimo Alesi and Marco
De Pillis. All the works have been coordinated by Anna
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Pizzamano, Curator of the Department of Byzantine-
Medieval Art with the assistance of Pietro Beresh.
The situation that emerged helped the restorers to better
understand the cause of the instability problems of the
painted surface. They therefore remedied it with an
intervention that restored the uniformity and stability of
the surface in order to ensure better preservation in the
future. The restoration was an important opportunity for
art-historical study to reconstruct its origins and history.

THESE PROJECTS WILL BE COMPLETED SOON
Bramante Courtyard

The Bramante Courtyard, a central architectural
masterpiece of the Vatican Museums. Previous restoration
campaigns had left residues and inconsistencies in
the wall plasterwork, and large sections had become
structurally unstable over time. This phase represents
the final and most complex stage of the four-part
restoration project, which began in 2016, and will include:
surface cleaning and residue removal; plaster repair and
reintegration; reconstruction of decorative elements;
structural stabilization; and repainting of the wall. The
restoration of the courtyard is a joint effort of along list of
individual Patrons and various Chapters. It symbolizes
the importance of our fundraising activity toward large,
long-term, and delicate operational projects.

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Adoration of the Magi Tapestry

MICHIGAN CHAPTER
NEW YORK CHAPTER - Linda Del Rio

The large and sumptuous tapestry illustrates the episode
of the homage of the Magi Kings to the Infant Jesus as
described in the Gospel of Matthew.

The design of the reliefs is from Raphael, and the
manufactory is from the Brussels workshop of Pieter van
Aelst (1450-1532/3).

During these months, the Tapestry Laboratory continued
with the consolidation phase, which always begins with
dyeing the required yarns. After which the restorers
work on the consolidation of alternating stitches. The
restoration of this tapestry is a long and patient work and
requires the excellency of all the restorers of the Tapestry
Laboratory: Chiara Pavan, Sr. Maria Smolen, Sr. Shiromi
Werogoda, Emanuela Pignataro, Kaura Pace Morino,
Viola Ceppetelli and Sr. Be Sau Nguyen.

The group’s final evening in the Vatican began with
Mass at the Church of St. Stephen of the Abyssinians,
the oldest standing church within Vatican City. After the
Eucharistic celebration, Patrons enjoyed a private, after-
hours tour of the Sistine Chapel, the Raphael Rooms, and
the magnificent Gallery of Maps. The night concluded
in the Octagonal Courtyard with a welcome reception,
followed by a gala dinner in the Gallery of Busts and
Statues.

Emilio Nappa and Giuseppe Puglisi-Alibrandi, Barbara
